What does the role involve?

Volunteers play a vital role in the management of our sites which cover 530 hectares around Little
Wittenham, plus seven other green spaces in and around Wallingford, Abingdon, Didcot, Besselsleigh and
Shrivenham.

This weekend work party take place every second Saturday of the month at Wallingford Castle Meadows.
As part of this varied and diverse role, you could be doing any of the following:

e Seasonal land management tasks

e Woodland management, including coppicing

e Grassland management, including scything

e Create and manage wildlife habitats using a range of techniques and activities

month
