Your visit
Escape the classroom and bring history to life at Earth Trust. We have designed a day that will
immerse your pupils in local Roman history by exploring a landscape where archaeologists have
uncovered a Roman settlement with a villa, two cemeteries, a grain kiln and pottery from across
the empire. We will spark pupils' curiosity by giving them an opportunity to connect with history
and archaeology in a tangible way. They will climb the Clumps to explore the lasting Roman
legacy on the surrounding landscape and learn how the fearsome Roman army defeated the
Celts that resisted their invasion of Britain. In the afternoon your pupils will explore the Romano
British way of life and handle genuine 2000 year old Roman artefacts.  They will leave Earth Trust
inspired and eager to learn more.
