 There will be some contact with school groups so a friendly and welcoming attitude 

towards children is essential.

All volunteers receive our Volunteer 

Handbook and Safety Guide and attend an 

induction which includes an introduction to 

our work and health and safety information. 

You will be supported by Earth Trust’s 

Education team and have a dedicated staff 

member to support you and provide role 

specific advice and guidance.
