We have designed a
day that will immerse your pupils in the great outdoors and give them real-life experience of
river ecosystems. We take a stroll down to the river discovering woodlands, wildflower meadow
and wetland habitats along the way.  Standing on the banks of the River Thames students will
learn about the geography and history of this great river and its importance for both nature and
humankind.  Watching the boats navigate the lock and witnessing the power of the weir - pupils
can't help but appreciate the power of this mighty river. And no day at Earth Trust is complete
without climbing to the summit of the Clumps to take in the picturesque landscape and see how
the river has shaped the surrounding area.
