We wiill
spark pupils' curiosity by giving them an opportunity to connect with prehistory in a tangible
way; testing their stone age life skills, as they become hunter gathers, foragers and shelter
builders in our ancient woodlands. Explore genuine artefacts from the Palaeolithic era, when
woolly rhino and mammoth roamed the land. To finish the day, your class will learn to light fires -
so important to early mans’ survivall and create their very own Stone Age cave paintings using
inspiration from ancient art. Your class will come away from the day inspired and eager to return
